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RULES and REGULATIONS WITH COURSE of GERIATRICS
for students of the 4-th year of the Medical Faculty of the University of Warmia and Masuria in Olsztyn

Course consists of:

- Lectures
- Seminars
- Practical classes

Coordinator of the course is PhD, MD Małgorzata Stompór in  the research and teaching unit Department of Cardiology and Cardiac Surgery. All lectures, seminars and practical classes during the course are conducted by PhD, MD Małgorzata Stompór.
Lectures, seminars and practical classes take place in District Hospital in Dobre Miasto, Internal Medicine Ward and Nursing Home (Grunwaldzka 10 B Str., Dobre Miasto), at Medical Simulation Centre and Bering’s Centre alternatively. 8 hours of seminars will be held in tele-learning through the MS teams platform
Taping, recording and photographing is prohibited.
Practical classes are carried out based on curricula and plans of study. Students are obliged to attend classes according to curricula and group to which they are assigned.
Students should leave their jackets and coats in the cloakroom before entering the classes. Protective cloathing (aprons) is obligatory during the practical classes.  All cloathes should remain clean and neat. Students are required to wear all time their personal identifier. Students may not be permitted to participate in classes without the proper cloathing and consequently will  have to retake the classes in some other time.
Students are obliged to keep their surroudings clean all time. Smoking is prohibited in all hospital facilities. Students can have their meals only during break time.
The student is required to read the health and safety rules at the place of classes and the EU directive of the GDPR. Students must follow general safety rules (BHP) and GDPR EU regulation during all classes.
Students can stay in the seminar room only with the instructor. Students cannot leave the class without the instructor’s permission. Practical classes take place in individual hospital departments. 
Information materials for the classes and substantive content of the lectures are at the Moodle educational platform. 
Students are obliged to be familiar with information materials and knowledge specified in the curriculum for each class and seminar. The instructor is allowed to check the level of students’ knowledge with a written or an oral test. Students have to actively participate in classes/seminars and take part in discussion in subgroups – in the other way they may be excluded from a certain class/seminar. 
Attendance on practical classes, lectures and seminars is mandatory. Student is allowed to have only one excused absence during whole academic year. 
In case of 2 and more absences:
· Missed lecture - student is obliged to pass an oral test from the material presented on the missed lecture
· Missed seminar or practical class– student is obliged to retake the seminars/classes with another group. Student has to make up for the missed classes by the end of the current semester.
Any form of cheating during final exams is highly prohibited, will be noted in student’s personal record, and will result in disqualification from the course.
Requirements for passing:
Lectures - attendance at all lectures; then passing the final exam with the content of lectures
Seminars -  attendance at all seminars; students must be prepared and be familiar with the knowledge from the material being the subject of the seminar. During seminar conducted by case based learning method student has to be active in discussion
Classes - attendance at every class; students must be prepared and be familiar with the knowledge from the material being the subject of the class, has to be active during discussion 
Final exam - the scope of knowledge needed to pass includes the content of lectures, seminars and practical classes. 
The instructor is allowed to exclude student from a certain class if he/she will not pass the test. In such case the instructor will inform the student on how to make up for the missed classes.
RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE FINAL EXAM - the exam consists of written single-choice test. The students must get minimum 70% of the points (one point for good answer) from the written test in order to get a pass.
Grade system:
Excellent - (5,0)
Very Good - (4,5)
Good - (4,0)
Good Enough - (3,5)
Satisfactory - (3,0)
Unsatisfactory - (2,0)

Student has the right to become acquainted with the assessment of his test after issuing the marks. Consultations regarding the content of classes and making up for absences take place after the seminars and / or practical classes completed on a given day
All matters not covered by this document will be settled by the Head of the Department of Family Medicine and Infectious Diseases
The regulations of classes are in accordance with the UWM Study Regulations and the procedures in force at the Faculty of Medicine.
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
